This workshop has been designed to demystify Shakespeare by promoting an understanding and developing an appreciation of the life, times and works of William Shakespeare.

All students gain practical experience and the chance to examine Tudor living, Elizabethan manners and the background in which the plays and sonnets of Shakespeare are set.

We have discovered that drama is a powerful teaching tool. Through interactive drama, we aim to examine Elizabethan language, demonstrate the relevance of Shakespeare’s works and experience the magic and beauty of his poetry.
