Little Victorians Day Workshop ( maximum 60 students)
We will arrive about 1 hour before the start of the first workshop.
LOCATION

In order for the pupils to feel safe, the area should be secure and private, i.e. no other students should have access or be able to watch the workshops.

Before we arrive we ask for: 

1)
A clean, cleared area with no chairs and desks. The pupils have to sit on the floor during every workshop.

2)
A minimum area of approximately 8 metres x 10 metres is needed. A floor plan can be downloaded from www.phileasfogg.org.uk.

3)
9 tables – approximately 1 metre long.  With smaller tables please double the number.  The tables should have 4 legs.  This enables us to build a mine the pupils can crawl under lengthways.

4)
9 chairs and 2 jugs of water and 2 glasses. The water is for us to drink during the workshop.

5)
Can we please have somewhere we can change in to our costume

Maximum number of students per show.

From experience we have found the maximum number of students we can accommodate for each show.  We have also found that the fewer the number of students the more each pupil gains from the workshop. 

Dress Code

It is advisable for female students not to wear short skirts for workshops or shows because they have to sit on the floor.  

ORGANISATION OF THE WORKSHOP

We will meet the students outside of the play area.  It is best if the students have put their bags and coats etc somewhere safe before meeting us,

The workshop will last approximately 1 hour 30 minutes.
We use a small amount of “smoke” during the workshop.  The “smoke is actually water and totally harmless.  However we do recommend that the smoke or particle detector is either turned off or disabled during the workshop.

Generally the smoke machine does not set off smoke detectors but can set off particle detectors.
