Little Victorians Evening Show(single show)
We will arrive about 1 hour before the start of the first workshop.

Before we arrive we ask for: 

1)
A clean, cleared area with no chairs and desks. The pupils have to sit on the floor during every workshop.  The seats for the audience in place.

2)
A minimum area of approximately 8 metres x 10 metres is needed. A floor plan can be downloaded from www.phileasfogg.org.uk.  On the floor plan you will see where the seats for the audience are placed.

3)
9 tables – approximately 1 metre long.  With smaller tables please double the number.  The tables should have 4 legs.  This enables us to build a mine the pupils can crawl under lengthways.

4)
9 chairs and 2 jugs of water and 2 glasses. The water is for us to drink during the workshop.

5)
Can we please have somewhere we can change in to our costumes.

6)
An extra classroom is needed for the pupils to wait in, this does not need to be cleared.  The pupils are not allowed in to the play area because they have to “time travel” back to Victorian England.

From experience we have found the following timetable works.  This ensures a smooth and stress free evening for everyone.
SUGGESTED TIMETABLE

6.00pm (approximately)
We arrive at the school

6.30pm
Parents and pupils invited to arrive NO LATER THAN 6.40pm.  Most schools put on tea and coffee for the parents.
6.50pm
Parents invited to take their seats.


We go and meet the pupils in the classroom to talk to them and put on the stage make up.

7.00pm
The show starts.

9.00pm (approximately)
The show finishes


If you would like the show to begin at a different time from above, i.e. 7.30pm, simply change ALL the timings above accordingly.

PUPILS PREPERATION

The pupils may like to dress up in old clothes and then we can put make up on them to make them look even more like poor Victorian children.

NB     During this show we use a smoke machine.  The “smoke” is water based and although only a small amount of “smoke” is used, in a few venues it can activate particle detectors.
